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GCSE Religious Studies 
 

This course requires students to study various world issues from a Christian and Muslim perspective by 
following two units from the Edexcel syllabus. Each unit is assessed through a 1 ½ hour exam in the 
summer of year 11. (That’s two separate exams). 
 
Mock exams will be held very shortly. These will give us a good indication of what grades pupils can expect 
to get and also help us to identify those who need extra support. 
 
‘Plus one’ revision sessions take place weekly. During these sessions we will concentrate on areas of the 
course where students are uncertain and additional resources are also given out. Results from previous 

year groups show that these sessions had a positive impact, particularly on those students who were on 
the borderline between two grades.

These can be ordered through school or other shops such as Amazon, Waterstones. In addition to this the
